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1. DEFINITIONS
Throughout this Request for Expressions of Interest, the following definitions apply:

a.

“Affordable housing” means a dwelling unit that is rented to a household at
Affordable Rent that does not exceed 30% of a household’s income. Affordable
housing for this Development may include a mixture of affordable rent housing,
subsidized housing and low end of market rental units; at least half of the dwelling
units in this Development must be affordable to low-to-moderate income
households;

"Affordable rent" means with respect to each Dwelling Unit an amount equal to not
more than 30% of the Household’s Total Income and not exceeding the Low and
Moderate Income. Affordable rent housing targets households with an income of
$31,000 to $51,000 that require shallow rental subsidies or no rental assistance;

“City” means the City of Richmond;

“Closing Date/Time” means the deadline for submissions listed on the cover of this
document;

“Development” means the building complex that will be built by the Selected
Society at the Site to provide affordable housing and Mixed Community Uses;

“Dwelling Unit” means a dwelling unit as defined in the City of Richmond’s Zoning
Bylaw 8500 located within the Development;

“Expression of Interest” or “EOI” means a statement of qualifications submitted in
response to and according to the terms of this Request for Expressions of Interest;

“Household’s Total Income” means the total income of the household from all
sources including any government subsidies received by the household; provided,
that such total income shall not exceed the Low and Moderate Income;

“LEED® Silver” means a level of certification specified by the Leadership in Energy
and Environmental Design (LEED) Green Building Rating System™ as described at
http://www.cagbc.org/index.htm;

"Low and Moderate Income" means a gross household income that does not exceed
the top of the second quintile of household incomes (two persons or more) for
British Columbia households, based on Statistics Canada ““Survey of Labour and
Income Dynamics” reports, as determined by BC Housing from time to time;

“Low end of Market rental” means housing priced at the lower market rate, or
slightly below this rate charged for similar apartments in the private market. Low
end of market housing targets households with low to moderate income. The
preferred income of target households will be households with an annual income of
$31,500 to $51,000 but may include households up to the Maximum Tenant
Incomes;

“Maximum Tenant Incomes” means the maximum eligible Household’s Total Income
will be in accordance with CMHC’s Low and Moderate income threshold, (the 2nd
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Income Quintile) which currently is $61,223 for 2010. Prospective tenants will be
required to provide proof of income to ensure that the units remain available to
low and moderate income households. This income level will be verified at the time
of application for tenancy only;

. “Mixed Community Uses” means a unique space or combination of spaces where

community-based organizations work together under one roof to enhance the
capacity of the local voluntary sector. This will include outreach, support, or
enterprise services to support the Tenant’s quality of life and connection to
community (i.e. commercial, retail, and social services);

“Request for Expressions of Interest” or “RFEOI”” means this document;
“Respondent” means a Society that submits, or intends to submit, a Response;
“Response” or “Submission” means an Expression of Interest;

“Site” means the land situated at 8111 Granville Avenue and 8080 Anderson Road;

“Selected Society” means the successful Respondent to this Request for Expressions
of Interest who enters into a written Contract with the City to provide and operate
and oversee the Development;

“Society” refers to any non-profit organization, registered under the Societies Act
of British Columbia, that is eligible to participate, under section four of this RFEOI,
in this Request for Expressions of Interest process;

“Subsidized Housing” means for this development housing that is priced by the
Tenant’s ability to pay rather than market rates. Such housing targets households
with an annual income that fall below the low end market rent range of $31,000 -
$51,000 and may include tenant who require deep rental subsidies or significant
rental assistance, and

“Tenants” mean individuals who pay a rent to occupy a unit of housing within the
Development and meet defined affordability criteria to do so.

2. INTRODUCTION

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Background

The City, in collaboration with BC Housing, is responding to the existing and
emerging need to provide affordable housing for our City’s residents; this includes
identifying opportunities to respond to gaps in the housing continuum. As such, the
City and BC Housing request EOI’s from interested and suitably qualified Societies
who can provide affordable housing and related operational and property
management services for the City. The Society selected through this and/or a
subsequent Request for Proposal process would be required to design, build and
operate a housing development intended to provide affordable housing and mixed
community uses, as defined in this document, at the Site. This Development will
be governed by a master agreement which covers lease and operator covenants
between the Society, the City and BC Housing for the provision of operational
services and property management.

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The City’s Affordable Housing Strategy recognizes the importance of ensuring that
the City’s residents have access to suitable and appropriate housing with necessary
community supports that meet the needs of a diverse population. In realizing this
Strategy, City will, via a lease, provide the Site to the Selected Society for the
Development. A link to the Affordable Housing Strategy document is available in
Appendix Seven (7).

BC Housing will provide assistance to arrange both interim construction and
mortgage financing on the Development project undertaken by the Selected
Society. Financing eligibility will be determined for Development projects that
demonstrate: 1) A sound capital budget that leverages equity and unit counts to
achieve maximum value, and 2) Show evidence that the Society demonstrates solid
partnerships and team experience.

The Development projects proposed by Respondents must include a component of
affordable rental housing that can accommodate populations which are homeless or
at risk of being homeless and who meet pre-defined income and eligibility
requirements. The Development projects proposed should also incorporate mixed
community uses in order to be considered by the City and BC Housing.

Goals for the Site and Priorities for the Development
Some of the goals for the Site are:

a. To utilize the Site for Affordable Housing;
b. To increase the supply of secure, Affordable Housing in the City of Richmond;

c. To create cost-effective, supportive housing, including a mixed use of housing
for affordable and low of end market units without an ongoing operating
subsidy; and

d. To include space for complementary community/commercial spaces within the
Development which would benefit both the Tenants and surrounding
community.

The priorities for the Development include:
a. Subsidized Housing with supports;
b. Affordable Rent and Low End Market Rental Housing; and

c. Complementary community/commercial spaces within the Development which
would benefit both the Tenants and surrounding community. This can include
community/commercial spaces that are non-market or market rent spaces,
however, any market-rent occupants must be able to demonstrate that their on-
going operations and related activities provide a social purpose that benefits
the Development’s Tenants and surrounding community.

The objective of this RFEOI is to identify a Society that can:

a. Assemble a Development team, which will spearhead the Development design
proposal plan and schedule; and

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b. Coordinate the project management and construction of the Development and
operate the Development to provide affordable housing for qualified individuals
and families that meet pre-defined income and eligibility requirements for the
Low End Market Rental and Subsidized Housing programs within the appropriate
financing framework and without an ongoing operating subsidy.

The Site is owned by the City. The Selected Society is expected to be fully involved
in all capacities of the municipal or public participation process including
presentations to the media, the public and various levels of government.

The Site is zoned CDT1, which supports residential and compatible service and
institutional uses and would not require rezoning. Given the proximity to a range
of services and resources, this Site is conducive to high-density, mixed-use
development. Adjacent land uses are a mix of residential and commercial. Please
refer to Appendix Eight (8) for further information on the classifications of the Site.

The Site is offered “as is”. The City makes no representations or warranties
whatsoever regarding the suitability of any of the Site for any purpose and makes
no representations or warranties whatsoever regarding the condition of the Site.

Utilities
Subject to the lease terms set out with the City and the Society, the Society will be
responsible for any costs to provide utility services to the Site and will be
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responsible for coordinating the installation of utilities with the City and with the
appropriate utility companies. The City will continue to own the property with a
lease in place to permit development activity to occur. The Selected Society will
be responsible for all costs of any nature with respect to development activity
including construction, operating and capital maintenance, and property taxes as
outlined in the lease to be completed between the City and the Society.

Access

2.5.1 Vehicular access to the Site will be determined at the Site redevelopment stage.

Redevelopment of the Site is to be in accordance with the City Centre
Transportation Plan Update.

The bicycle lane on Granville Avenue shall remain in effect, unaltered.

Public transit linkages from the Site are currently available on Granville Avenue,
No. 3 Road and at the Brighouse Station of the Canada Line.

Pedestrian access is facilitated by the central location of the Site. As part of the
Development, land dedication and frontage improvements will be required on
Anderson Road, Granville Avenue and the lane along the west property line of 8080
Anderson Road.

A traffic impact study may be required as part of the Development planning
process. The Society will be required to engage the services of a traffic
engineering consultant.

The City’s Zoning Bylaw must be adhered to for vehicular parking, bicycle parking
and loading for the Development.

Environmental Considerations

2.6.1 The existing buildings on the Site have not been surveyed by the City for the

presence of potentially hazardous materials (lead-based paint, asbestos-containing
insulation or tiles, PCB-containing lighting ballasts, etc.). As with any demolition
project in the City, a demolition permit will be required prior to building removal,
and it is the responsibility of the Selected Society, as a permit holder, to
coordinate with the consultation of the City and BC Housing the investigations and
plans to remove all hazardous material prior to demolition, and manage and dispose
of all construction wastes responsibly.

2.6.2 The City has received preliminary environmental reports and has conducted further

analysis on the property and based on these reports , the City does not suspect soil
or groundwater contamination concerns are present on the property. However, in
accordance with subsection 7.6 of this RFEOI, the City makes no warranty as to the
soil and groundwater conditions, and any requirement for coordination of the
environmental investigation or the planning for remediation wunder the
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Environmental Management Act (BC) will be the sole responsibility of the Selected
Society in consultation with the City and BC Housing.

3. SCOPE AND ROLES

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Scope of Development

The rental housing units of the Development shall be designed as a mix of rooms
consistent with the requirements of the Society and must include kitchens and
bathrooms. The Development can vary in size, within the Site allowances, and
should include mixed community, amenity or programming spaces and
administration offices. The Development should also aim to maximize the
permitted density on the Site. Residential and/or non-residential uses
(commercial, retail and social services) may occupy the ground floors as long as the
non-residential units are compatible and complementary with the rest of the
Development. This can include community/commercial spaces that are non-market
or market rent spaces, however, any market-rent occupants must be able to
demonstrate that their on-going operations and related activities provide a social
purpose that benefits the Development’s Tenants and surrounding community.

The Development shall provide a variety of options for affordable rental housing.
This can include a mix of Low End of Market units and Subsidized rental units that
are available to qualified individuals and households that meet pre-defined income
and eligibility requirements.

The Development may also include complementary community amenities and/or
commercial spaces for rent and/or lease. The terms of such leases shall be pre-
approved by the City.

The Development shall have a balanced design to incorporate the comprehensive
planning and placement of barrier-free accessibility features that will minimize
physical, emotional, and social barriers (i.e. in housing units, community gathering
spaces, communal meeting areas, pathways, corridors, and parking areas). The
Development design shall also provide increased mobility and access to parking for
people with disabilities.

Another requirement of the Development is that it be designed as a high
performance building that meets a minimum LEED Silver rating. Although, not
required, it is encouraged that if the project can be built within the capital budget
that the project aim for LEED Gold.

Specific performance measures, listed as LEED® credit areas with corresponding
points, are provided in Table One (1) of Appendix Four (4).

The Development’s interiors and exterior should also reflect current architectural
and visual aesthetics and be compatible with the City Centre Area Plan, included as
a link in Appendix Seven (7).

An artistic element (subject to confirmation of funding) reflecting the character
and history of the Site is to be incorporated into the Development design. An artist,

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obtained by the City, will provide the conceptual design for the artistic element.
The design consultant retained by the Selected Society is required to work with the
artist to integrate the conceptual design into the building and/or landscape of the
Development. Artist renderings, functional and detailed design and material and
construction specifications are to be provided by the artist for review and
integration into any tender and contract documents developed by the Selected
Society’s development team.

Roles
The City’s role may include:

a. Provision of the Site via a long-term lease of the Site at a nominal cost;

b. Provision of support for the Selected Society toward the preparation of business
cases identifying and utilizing any wasted energy sources available in the
neighbourhood. The City will also look into opportunities for using a District
Energy Utility (DEU) in order to reduce capital and energy costs through
selection of government funded Alternative Energy systems; and

c. Potential provision of a fast-tracked municipal approval process, where
possible.

The role of BC Housing may include:

a. Funds to design the Development through to the issuance of development and
building permits. This may include consultant fees and disbursements;

b. Reimbursement of funds to the Society for “up front” costs incurred, when the
project passes through the approval process;

c. Assignment of a Senior Project Officer to work with the Selected Society to
work through the development process at BC Housing; and

d. Execution of a 35-year Operating Agreement with the Selected Society to
operate the Development. The terms of this agreement will be negotiated based
on the proposal brought forth by the Selected Society.

Subject to the final approval of the Development financing by BC Housing’s
Executive Board, the proposed financing to the Selected Society includes:

a. To provide interim and/or arrange long-term financing for the creation of self-
sustaining affordable rental housing units for eligible low to moderate income
households at the Development on the Site;

b. To provide the Selected Society technical assistance with feasibility and design
development considerations;

c. To provide construction contract management/project monitoring services to
verify and monitor all associated construction and project costs;

d. To facilitate arrangements with another lender (a “Take Out” lender) to secure
long term financing for the Society at a favourable interest rate, through a
competitive process conducted by BC Housing;
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To communicate with the City about requirements and provisions through all
phases of feasibility, design, pre-construction, construction, and operation of
the affordable housing units at the Development at the Site to ensure
compliance and quality of construction and affordable housing provision, and

To negotiate and execute an operating agreement with BC Housing and the
Society and to ensure that the terms of the agreement are being followed
through by both parties for the term of the agreement.

3.2.4 The Selected Society’s role will be to provide:
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a.

The complete Development including project management and leadership
through the design development process to operation of the housing;

Self-contained rental housing that that provides the Tenants with privacy,
safety, and the ability to exercise their independence within the guidelines set
out by a tenancy agreement between the Selected Society and the Tenants;

Management of onsite amenities necessary for the provision of operational
services as agreed to by the City, BC Housing, and the Society;

. Administrative services and coordination of additional services for Affordable

Housing turnover in addition to those funded by other parties;

Professional property management services to maintain the Development to an
appropriate standard and delivered with an understanding of and commitment
to the City’s Affordable Housing goals;

In addition, the Society will take on the role of developer of the project
including leading the project design, as well as participating in any public
consultation and open houses for the Development;

Implementation of a community engagement strategy that engages community
stakeholders to help with the identification of service gaps and potential
solutions in service delivery;

Design and implementation of an operational service program, including housing
and support services and staffing plans appropriate for the needs of the Tenants
being housed. A collaborative approach is encouraged with housing and support
services being provided directly by the Society, or in partnership with other
gualified Societies or a professional management firm, hired by the Society.
Such services can be provided either on or off site and must include:

i. Referrals/linkages with other community-based organizations, local
government agencies and other market organizations for individuals and
households meeting pre-defined income and eligibility criteria;

ii. Provision of marketing and rental vacancy strategies and expertise;
ili. Income testing and verification of potential Tenants;

iv. Residential Tenancy Act and/or Affordable Housing Agreement monitoring
and implementation; and
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v. Professional and clinical support services, coordinated by the Society with
support ministries and agencies.

3.2.5 Tenants may be selected from the BC Housing Registry waiting list. Therefore, the

Selected Society will be required to become a member of the BC Housing registry.
The BC Housing Registry provides opportunities for applicants to select Richmond as
preferred area for residence. Consideration will be given to the established
coordinated tenant selection process currently used in British Columbia. The goal
of the tenant selection process is intended to improve access for applicants and to
facilitate matching of applicants to appropriate housing.

4. QUALIFICATION CRITERIA

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Respondents must be non-profit organizations, registered under the Society Act of
British Columbia.

The Selected Society shall have strong abilities in and experience with design
development, construction management and property management as well as
forecasting and operational budgeting. The Selected Society shall also have
experience in working with non-market rental housing tenants and operations as
well as with issues and rules related to the Residential Tenancy Act of BC.
Appendix One (1) of this RFEOI includes a list of criteria that will be used by the
City and BC Housing to evaluate Respondent qualifications.

The Selected Society shall also have strong partnership abilities as demonstrated in
its previous and current partnerships with consultants, developers and development
teams, construction managers, potential equity/financial partners, professional
property managers and staff. In order to provide a range of housing solutions and
services, Societies may partner with other service providers and submit joint
Responses, if preferred. Should a Society choose to submit a joint response, the
Society will be considered the prime/representative Respondent, responsible for
the completeness of their EOl submitted in accordance with the requirements and
terms of this RFEOI.

The Selected Society shall also have proven capacity and experience in operating
affordable housing projects including non-market affordable housing for a tenant
population that meets the pre-defined income and eligibility requirements.

The Selected Society's constitution and bylaws must be approved by BC Housing to
ensure that these documents are aligned to BC Housing’s mandate. As such, BC
Housing may require that the Selected Society make amendments to its constitution
and bylaws as a condition of providing financing. Respondents are requested to
include copies of their constitution and bylaw documents with their Expressions of
Interest.

The Selected Society should be financially capable of meeting BC Housing’s
financing terms as any loans administered by BC Housing may be fully repayable, on
demand. Information on BC Housing’s general financing terms is included in
subsection 9.4 of this RFEOI.

The Selected Society should also be capable of securing bonding as this will be
required for each major construction contract (including structural, mechanical,
electrical, forms and concrete), typically in the form of a 50 percent Labour and
Material Payment Bond and a 50 percent Performance Bond.

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Review and Evaluation of Submissions

Submissions will be evaluated at the discretion of the City of Richmond and BC
Housing according to the evaluation criteria listed in Appendix One (1). Note: any
Submission will not necessarily be accepted.

Based upon the information contained in the Submissions, the City and BC Housing
will determine whether, in the opinion of the City and BC Housing, the Respondent
has demonstrated that it has the required experience and qualifications to fulfill
the obligations of the services identified in this RFEOI.

Inquiries

City of Richmond, in its sole discretion and without having any duty or obligation to
do so, may conduct any inquiries or investigations, including but not limited to
contacting references, to verify the statements, documents, and information
submitted in connection with the submitted Expression of Interest and may seek
clarification from the Respondent’s bankers and clients regarding any financial and
experience issues.

Non-Conforming Submissions

Submissions which fail to conform to the Submission requirements listed throughout
this RFEQOI or which fail to conform to any other requirement of these Documents
may be rejected by the City and BC Housing. Notwithstanding the foregoing or any

response to a Request for Proposals. This RFEOI process is aimed at encouraging
Societies with the required level of capacity and experience to participate.

Respondents, who are pre-qualified as a result of this RFEOI process, may be invited
to submit proposals, if required, to a Request for Proposals (“RFP”’) from the City of
Richmond. The City anticipates that, if required, the RFP will be distributed within
approximately four weeks following the completion of the EOI process.

Following the Closing Time and Evaluation, the City of Richmond will only notify
those Respondents who are selected as being pre-qualified and may be invited to
submit their proposal under an RFP process, if required.

The City will not approve any change in the structure of formation of a short
listed Respondent during any part of the RFEOI and potential RFP processes.

The City of Richmond may unilaterally take the following actions, and shall not be
liable for any such actions:

a. amend or modify the terms and conditions of this RFEOI including but not
limited to the scope and description of the services to be procured under any
potential RFP process, as described in this RFEOI, and the qualifications that
may be required to meet those requirements. In any such event, proposals may
be invited from those Respondents who meet the resulting amended
requirements;

b. reject or accept any or all Submissions;
c. cancel the RFEOI process at any time and reject all Submissions; and/or

The Society is expected to provide a community engagement strategy that details the
approach of engaging community stakeholders to help in the identification of service gaps and
potential solutions in service delivery.

Disadvantages

Surveys delivered in a postal and electronic form can be easy to ignore.
Postal surveys traditionally have a low return rate.

Hard to control who within a household may actually fill in a postal
survey (respondents are self-selecting).

Not everybody has easy access to email and/or is web competent.

Respondents within organisations are often swamped by emails and
may miss the survey or the survey may be missed as it is automatically
delivered to a “junk mail” box.

Response rates to both electronic and postal surveys may be influenced
by the use of over complex and jargon filled questions or script that is
too small and unsuitable for those with visual impairments (know your
potential audience).

Some householders in Richmond have limited English language skills,
which may deter full or accurate answering of surveys.

Cultural differences and or experiences of the role of local government
may deter many from filling out a postal or electronic survey (for
example if a respondent comes from a country of origin with no history
of western democracy).

Note: before starting on a survey, look at past response rates to similar surveys and identity if
there have been communities or target groups that have been traditionally under-represented
in survey replies. Make sure you factor this in to your preparations.
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Telephone Surveys
Advantages

These are relatively cheap.
Can be quick and easy to conduct.

Can be used to obtain a ‘representative sample’ through targeted
responses from various community members.

Easier to contact household or elderly participants.

Can be easier (than with postal surveys) to ask more complex questions
and provide background, context and explanations for respondents.

Can allow for more immediate analysis of results.

Disadvantages

High refusal rates.

Need for trained interviewers, may need expensive an time consuming
training.

No visual prompts available for people to aid the answering of
questions.

Potential language barriers.

Excludes those who do not have access to a telephone or who are ex-
directory.

Note: for good quality telephone interviews, it is worth considering getting the staff the who
will carrying out the interviews externally trained and investing in hands free head sets is also
recommended. Interviews should normally last not more than ten to fifteen minutes.

Face-to-Face Surveys

With this method, respondents are asked to complete a structured survey with a
trained interviewer.

Advantages

Face-to-face will allow a certain amount of individual tailoring of
questioning to take place (both in style and type of question asked) in
response to the particular dynamics of the interview in question.

A much higher response rate can be expected than with other survey
methods.

Can be a way of obtaining in-depth views of key community members.
Interviewers can find it easier to explain points that need clarification
and can carry leaflets and information sheets to explain more complex
points.

Interviewers can use visual aids or use interpreters if needed.

can be a way of getting interviewers into the community (e.g. door-to-
door surveys) and accessing those who may not respond to more formal
methods.

Disadvantages

Can be a costly and time-consuming process.

Interviewers may need more in-depth training than with other methods.
Street or door-to-door surveys may make it difficult to access those
sections of the community who are housebound or have long standing
illness or disabilities, or similarly those section of the community (for a
variety of reasons) who may not feel comfortable opening their doors to
strangers.

Language barriers may have to be overcome.

Note: if you are organising face to face surveys in the community make sure that you
have taken in to account the potential safety of your interviewers, ensure you don’t send
interviewers into situations where they may be any sort of risk of personal danger.
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4.2.5 Using Art and Artistic Activities to Encourage
Public Participation

The value of using art activities and encouraging the participation of artists in
public participation can often be overlooked. Public participation methods have
generally focussed on the traditional: open houses, surveys, workshops, etc.
However, there are significant benefits to using creative and interesting artistic
methods to solicit public input in developing public policy.

Many arts-oriented public participation sessions can be delivered without input
from an artist (although they will require creative thinking by staff or consultants
to develop and conduct). However, by involving an artist, your public participation
session could be more ambitious and use a wider range of more challenging
materials and interest. Often the process of an artist working with participants
using an interesting and surprising art form is enough in itself to generate a
creative and far-reaching conversation about the subject of the consultation.

There are also broader benefits to be gained from involving local artists in an arts-
oriented public participation exercise. Richmond is renowned across Canada for
the rich diversity of its culture. Using local artists and local art to build participation
can lead to a more inclusive approach to public involvement. Processes that are
unigue to Richmond can be developed, which in tern can help build and develop
our cohesiveness as a community. Art has an ability to attract community input
and help develop ownership within often complex community debates on public

policy.
A brief overview of some basic art activities:

e Making models or sketches. e.g. children making models of play
equipment and placing these on a map of a potential play area site.

e Photo surveys- local people with cameras are equipped with cameras
and send out to photograph an area or environment and concentrate
on things that matter to them. Photos’ can be used to build on to and
compliment more formal maps and are a great and fun way of mapping
differing priorities between groups (e.g. the same task performed by
Seniors or Youth may have wildly different results).

e Slide shows, exhibitions and speakers can be a great informal way to
structure discussion and lead in to more formal participation.

e Video projects e.g. young people interviewing residents to get their
views on improvements to your service or facility.

e Community planting schemes in parks and green spaces to help map
the develop of open space.Research the web for ideas. ‘The Art of
Community Consultation Toolkit’, Bolton Libraries 2006 has some
good ideas for arts-led consultancy sessions, ranging from methods
for on-going public participation that need little staff input, through
to methods effective for working with specific groups, and ideas for
sessions involving artists.
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Advantages

Art based events can appeal to people e.g.: youth who may have little
interest in formal meetings.

Can be a way of involving those with limited or no formal language
skills and can create a level playing field if you are involving groups with
a diverse range in the same participatory event.

Can be a way of involving people who may not normally want to be
involved in formal participation but may want to learn a new skills, e.qg.:
photography, model making, video and film making etc.

Can be linked to more formal participation events e.g.: mapping using
models or paint can be incorporated in to a lees structured section of a
more formal event. (can be a great way creating a basic understanding
of some concepts before a more formal participation process is engaged
in)

Can be a great way of linking with schools and youth centres, perhaps
by linking and building on existing curriculum.

Can be a very good way of getting disparate groups of people working
together and this can lead to networking and longer term community
participation.

Great way of putting trained professionals and the wider community
on a more equal footing, breaking down ‘us and them’ barriers and
educational differentials.

Note: getting to know the artists in your community and involve them can open doors to
sections of the community sometimes harder to involve as wherever there are groups of
people there are artists. Even in PRCS there may artists lurking with access to community
networks that perhaps you didn’t even know existed!

Disadvantages

Public participation through art activity can be time consuming to arrange.

You may need access to facilitators who have specialist artistic skills eg:
photography.

Can be budget considerations/ may be expensive to set up and may not
be cost effective if you have very specific goals for your participation
exercise.

May need to arrange supervision for young people.
Is not necessarily a good way to involve a large group of people.
Can take quite skilled facilitation.

Can be very labour intensive with a great deal of one of one work
involved between facilitators and participants.

Could appear too esoteric and vague if not explained carefully to
all stakeholders how artistic activity can and will be linked to wider
processes and the ‘bigger picture’

based events that may not have immediately clear ground rules for
participants. Be prepared for the unexpected.

Supervision of children is particularly important. You will need to
ensure that you have a proper ratio of children to adults

Make sure you have experienced facilitators. As an art based project
develops and group dynamics develop accordingly you will need to be
able to refocus the group and re-link it (if needed) back in to the bigger
picture/ purpose of the exercise.

Be prepared for that the results of artistic participation may need
follow up and resources to fully utilise e.g. looking at the results of
photography, video work, moving storage and display of art work
produced, etc.

Art based activities are probably best used when time is available for an
participation process with a number of different events. )

Note: The outcome of this sort of participation is often not only or quite what was expected.
You may learn many unexpected things about the needs of your community and sometimes
the way of maximising informal information exchange is to build in a certain amount of un-
structured time into your activities.

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APPENDIX 1 — GLOSSARY OF TERMS

Community
A group of individuals, families or organizations that shares common values,
attributes, interests and/or geographic boundaries.

Community Engagement

The process of working collaboratively with and through groups of people who
are affiliated by geographic proximity, special interest, or similar situations, to
address issues affecting their well-being. It implies a two-way communication.
Community Engagement can range from community awareness, volunteerism,
community consultation, to community-driven activities.

Community Awareness
Community members being informed and empowered with tools to make relevant
and timely decisions about the issues and opportunities that impact their lives.

Community Consultation

The process of obtaining public feedback on analysis, alternatives and/or
decisions. Although often used synonymously with community participation, it
is only one level of participation as defined by the International Association for
Public Participation.

Community-driven Activities

Activities, events or processes where impacted Community members have
the resources and levels of autonomy to plan, make decisions and/or deliver
services.

Community Benefit
The is the outcome of anything that a community have defined as leading to an
increase in their welfare or the welfare of the general public.

Community Group

A collection of people, who share certain characteristics, interact with one
another, accept expectations and obligations as members of the group, and share
a common identity. In the work of PRCS a community group often is a non-profit
organization or association of persons with the primary aim of working to provide
services and benefits to the community.

Cultural Diversity

The presence and participation of many different cultural communities within the
general culture of a society, and the explicit recognition that the contribution and
participation of all cultural communities have the potential of equal value and
benefit to society at large.

Diversity

All the ways in which we differ. The unique characteristics that all people possess
that distinguish them as individuals and that identify them as belonging to a
group or groups. Diversity transcends concepts of culture, ethnicity, class, gender,
religion, sexual orientation or disability.

Stakeholder

This is a term to describe any organisation or individual that has a direct interest
in actions or decisions. Their interest may be because they will have a role in
implementing the decisions, or because they will be affected by the decision.

PRCS
Parks, Recreation and Cultural Services Department, City of Richmond.
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Public Participation
The procedures for obtaining and considering the views of the general public in
planning and decision-making processes for developing public policy.

Public Policy

Public policy can be generally defined as a system of laws, regulatory measures,
courses of action, and funding priorities concerning a given topic promulgated by
a governmental entity or its representatives.

Policies
A set of proposed actions that together achieve the intended outcome of the
objective.

Volunteerism
The policy or practice of volunteering one’s time or talents for charitable,
educational, or other worthwhile activities, especially in one’s community.

1.0 Rationale

“The City of Richmond supports the right of all persons to equal opportunity
and participation in community affairs and is committed to ensure that City
programs and services are delivered with this principle in mind.”

Multiculturalism Policy 6000 adopted by Council March 25", 1991

Language is an essential part of a person’s identity. Often, people can express their views and
needs better in their language of choice. So, enabling them to use their preferred language is not
only a matter of good practice, but an important factor in ensuring equal opportunity and
participation, as per the City of Richmond’s policy commitments.

Given the City’s rapidly changing demographics, language requirements must be taken into
account. Parks, Recreation and Cultural Services (PRCS) believes that the provision of relevant
translation and interpretation guidelines will assist PRCS in the delivery of services.

It is essential that PRCS messages are communicated effectively and appropriately — both to
internal and external audiences. All relevant publicity and communication materials should also
be made easily accessible to their target audiences in order to ensure the organization meets its
needs.

This document is an easy-to-use tool to help PRCS staff make empowered and intentional
decisions on when or when not to translate and/or use an interpreter. It is a guide primarily aimed
at PRCS staff members who are working with service groups or potential user groups without
English as a first language.

These guidelines aim to:

e increase clarity on what material should be translated;

e outline who is accountable and responsible for translations; and

o offer practical guidelines on the delivery of translation and interpretation services.
Note: Always consider the service implications when translating information or using an

interpreter. If you translate or use an interpreter to convey information about a service or
program, ensure you specify which language will be used to deliver that service or program.
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2.0 Guide to Translation

2.1 Introduction

Any translation or interpretation of materials by PRCS needs to be done with clarity, simplicity
of language and accuracy.

The intent of any translation (excluding works of literature) is information transfer. “Literal”
translation is the best and safest approach. It is essential to keep in mind that although translators
may be versed in PRCS terminology, they are usually language professionals first and foremost.
The translator’s responsibility is to convey the message of PRCS professionals as accurately and
appropriately as possible - they should not alter the English text, but follow it closely.

2.2 Planning What to Translate and When

The main question to ask when determining what and when to translate is... what do you want
the end user to know? With this question in mind, it is important to ask in each instance: is
translating information the best way to meet the needs of the customer?

Before you start your translation, carefully plan out the steps you will need to take, and prepare
an appropriate project timeline (Appendix 1).

Determine whether brochures, pamphlets or newsletters need to be entirely or partially
translated, or whether a translated sentence and phone number will suffice to direct the customer
to more information regarding programs or services.

Other considerations:
e Include English to identify content.

e In some areas and for some languages, bulletins addressing particular issues or
registration questions may be more appropriate than translating entire documents.

e If portions of pamphlets or newsletters are translated, reference that information on the
front page of the pamphlet, in the language used, along with the page number.

If you opt to simply print a translated sentence and phone number for more information, list
hours when staff or volunteers will be available, and include that information on messaging
services if the interpreters are not available. This will help ensure the customer’s needs are
addressed.

Challenges can arise when translating documents into languages that don’t use the Latin
alphabet. For example, many computers are not configured to read Chinese text. Even computers
that are configured to read Chinese text will often misread it and automatically change characters
when you open or print the document. The simple rule is: always work from a PDF file supplied
by the translator.
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2.3 Establishing a Budget

When determining the need for translation, it is important to identify the funding available and
any outstanding resource needs.

Translation costs must be considered in advance to ensure adequate time and resources are in
place. It is important to include all translation costs in annual budgets and ensure translation
considerations are built into individual project/service delivery timetables.

2.4 Determining Demographics

When you’re deciding what languages to translate the materials into, consider the target audience
and demographics of the area. This can be accomplished by compiling a profile of the non-
English speaking portion of that community and by:

e Checking “Hot Facts’ on the City of Richmond website and double checking information
with City of Richmond Policy Planning (at City Hall). To find demographic information
on the City website enter “‘Hot Facts’ in the search box on the City homepage.

e Checking with Elementary and Secondary schools in the area.

e Talking to community groups in the area to determine the translation needs of each
group.

e Checking with Statistics Canada for localized Richmond area based language and
ethnicity breakdown. The Statistics Canada website is http://www.statcan.ca/start.html

2.5 Getting Started with Translation

The main question to ask yourself in determining what and when to translate is: “What do |
want the end user to know?”

It is important to ask, in each instance, if translating information is the best way of meeting the
needs of your customer(s).

It is also important to fully understand who the target audience is, and why and in what context
the user will be reading the translated information. How usable will the information be in the
context that it will be accessed?

When writing an English brochure, it is important to consider if the material also needs to be
translated. If this is the case, ask a bilingual consultant, staff member or volunteer to provide
feedback and input regarding cross cultural issues.

Where and when possible, launch translated promotional material in all languages (that are
considered suitable for that material) simultaneously, rather than circulating the English product
first before the translated versions are ready.
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Translators are not experts in cultural and cross-cultural issues. A translator should not be put in
the role of cultural interpreter. Cultural issues related to the target group must be addressed while
developing the English material. Be aware that translators are usually not PRCS professionals.
They may not be familiar with PRCS concepts.

2.6 Style and Content of Translated Written Materials

Ensure that the English version of a document to be translated is written in basic English and is
free of jargon.

The document should be written at Canadian grade 4-6 * level but no higher than grade 6. Be
prepared to rewrite existing documentation if it is not currently written at this level.

A well used and respected method for analyzing the readability and grade level of written
information is the SMOG Readability Grading Formula (Appendix 2).

Be prepared to rewrite materials in English that reflect the ‘center point’ of the language. This
point can be determined by considering the range of education levels within the group, as well as
their geographic location and length of time in Canada. It represents a middle ground and its use
as a translation tool results in material that is accessible to a broad cross section of the target

group.

Keep all translated information concise and ensure it is written in an engaging, empowering and
inclusive tone.

When translating information, avoid culturally-specific phrases and explain any acronyms. Be
careful when using humour, as the meaning may be different when translated.

2.7 Choosing a Translator

Translation can be done by companies or by a volunteer in the PRCS system. Establish
guidelines and a system by which both professional and volunteer translation can be double-
checked and edited by another speaker/reader of the translated language.

If you have the budget to choose a professional translator, ask for evidence of recognized and
relevant Canadian qualifications as a translator. Ideally, the translator should be a member of the
Society of Translators and Interpreters of BC (S.T.1.B.C.) (Appendix 5).

Also, ask to see their translation guidelines and check these against PRCS’ requirements. If the
translation company you’re considering is professional and credible, it will have guidelines in
place (Appendix 3).
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2.8 Proofreading Translated Materials

After the material has been translated, the document will need to be proofread. The role of the
proof-reader is to be a partner in the translation process. When proof-reading, give both the
translated and the English version (Appendix 4).

2.9 Staff Awareness

In order to ensure the effective use of a translated document, staff must be properly informed
about its distribution and intended target group. PRCS professionals need to be clear that
translated materials do not always replace the need for trained interpreters.

Staff must also understand that translated materials are part of a comprehensive communication
strategy for how PRCS conveys messages about its programs and services and how it works with
partner organizations.

2.10 Monitoring and Evaluating Translated Written Information

As with English materials, translated materials should be monitored in their usage. To achieve
this, solicit feedback from internal staff as well as external and partnering organizations about
the material’s use and effectiveness. You can also issue customer satisfaction surveys with the
translated materials.

Any changes you make to English materials should be tracked and reflected in the translated
materials. Evaluate any materials intended for long term use after 2-3 years to check if they are
still current, relevant and still in use.
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3.0 Guidelines for the Use of an Interpreter

3.1 The Role of an Interpreter

An interpreter translates spoken communications including speeches, presentations,
conversations, meetings and interviews. In PRCS, usually a “consecutive” interpreter is used.
When using a consecutive interpreter, the speaker pauses after each breath to allow the
interpreter to relay translated information.

The role of the interpreter is to provide a clear channel of communication between the service
provider (PRCS) and an individual or group. The interpreter should not add or subtract to the
communication, but simply interpret what has been said.

Be aware it is good practice not to rely on family members of customers or children to translate
for PRCS. They may have only a general understanding of what is being discussed.

3.2 When to Use an Interpreter

Language barriers can provide difficulties for many people who wish to access PRCS services
but who may not be able to because:

a) they are not proficient enough in English;

b) they have specific medical or physical issues or a state of mind that makes communication
challenging; or

c) PRCS written communication has proved to be inadequate or inappropriate for that particular
individual or group.

PRCS may sometimes need to consider the use of an interpreter with individuals who — although
mostly proficient in English — find it difficult to speak in a second language in stressful or
emotive environments.

The use of an interpreter may also be an essential part of consultation/public involvement
initiatives that are aimed at - or impact - particular cultural communities. Interpreters can be vital
in helping PRCS communicate vital but complex information about PRCS initiatives
(information that may not be possible to convey by the use of translated written information
alone).

As with using a translator, make sure the decision to use an interpreter is a consistent one based
on:
a) a financially sustainable use of resources (see Section 2.3) and built into project planning;

b) an informed assessment of individual and/or community need and accurate demographic
information about the community (see Section 2.4); and

c) arational and transparent decision that clearly does not favour one community or group at
the perceived or actual expense of another.
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3.3 Choosing an Interpreter

When choosing an interpreter to work with, be aware that an interpreter requires highly
developed skills in order to properly translate a message that others can hear as if it were the
original message. This means that the translator must be skilled in more than one vocabulary, as
well as the culture’s thought processes and communication techniques. Select a translator who is
fully aware that some words have no direct translation and who can convey the exact meaning of
what is being said, without translating word for word.

If there is a budget to choose a professional interpreter, ask for evidence that they have
recognized and relevant Canadian qualifications. Where possible, the translator should be a
member of the Society of Translators and Interpreters of BC (S.T.1.B.C.).

When selecting a translator, look for the following qualities and qualifications and consider the
following factors:

e Compatibility — an interpreter who is neither dominating nor timid, and is someone you
are comfortable working with.

e Ethnic compatibility — an interpreter who is, or is very close to, the same community,
cultural or religious group or ethnic background as the people for whom he or she will be
translating.

e Gender compatibility — be aware that when working with some cultural communities,
gender can provide a barrier to communication. As a good practice guideline, try to select
an interpreter that is the same gender as the customer (s) you are communicating with.

e Relevant knowledge - has significant knowledge in the PRCS field and its terminology.
For potential sources of interpreters, please refer to Appendix 5.

3.4 Planning and Running a Session with an Interpreter

When using an interpreter, be aware of the potential difficulties that may arise for both PRCS
staff, the interpreter being used and the PRCS customer(s). Brief the interpreter prior to the
interview or meeting - explain technical terms and be clear on the purpose that PRCS wishes to
achieve. Also leave time to debrief the interpreter afterwards to ensure that the message
conveyed was the correct one.

Using an interpreter will require more time than translating materials. Build this into programs
where the use of an interpreter may be necessary. Be aware that the time you spend meeting with
the interpreter is as important as the time the interpreter spends performing their functions.
Allow time for breaks and keep meetings focused and time-limited.

When using an interpreter, address the customer - not the interpreter - and never exclude the
service user by talking just to the interpreter in your language. Put the service user at the centre
of the interview.
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Remember that PRCS is conducting the meeting/interview — do not allow other people present to
exclude PRCS by talking around you in their language.

The interpreter should facilitate the meeting/interview but should not be taking part.

As with written translated material, keep sentences short and jargon-free, and express your
meaning clearly. Be prepared to give greetings and farewells in the language being used. At the
end of the session, leave time to recap any major points and clear up any ambiguities.
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Appendix 1 - Procedures for Translation (with timeline)

Example Timeline - Approximately three weeks from start to finish.

Step 1 | Develop English materials

Step 2 | Choose the brochure to be translated

Step 3 | Review the English version to accepted standards

Step 4 | Select/meet a translator (two days)

Step 5 | Proofread the translation (three days)

Step 6 | Test out translated materials (five days)

Step 7 | Decide on dual language format/design (3 days)

Step 8 | Increase staff awareness of how to use translated materials

Step 9 | Monitor and evaluate
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Appendix 2 - SMOG Readability Grading Formula

Written material for general public use or materials that you are preparing for translation should
be written at a Canadian grade 4-6 level. A commonly used method of self assessment of written
text is called SMOG. Using this method, it is possible to assess grade level of text.

Text of MORE than 30 sentences

Step 1: Count 10 sentences (at beginning, in the middle and at the end) of the material. (E.qg.
these have to be consecutive sentences. Do not include titles and headings.)

Step 2: Mark all polysyllabic words (3 or more syllables) in the 30 sentence sample. Count the
total number of words marked.

e.g.: beginning 21

middle 28
end 23
total 72

Step 3: Find the nearest square root of this total (e.g. nearest root of 72 is [64 = 8])
Step 4: Add three to the square root. This gives your reading level. (E.g. 8 + 3 = 11" Grade)

Text of LESS than 30 sentences
Step 1: Count all polysyllabic (3 or more syllables) words in the text.

Step 2: Count the number of sentences in the text.

Step 3: Find the average number of polysyllabic words per sentence (e.g. Average = Step 1
divided by Step 2).

Step 4: Subtract the total number of sentences from 30 and multiply the remainder by the
average number of polysyllabic words per sentence (i.e. (30 - Step 2) x Step 3).

Step 5: Add this figure to the total number of polysyllabic words (i.e. Step 4 + Step 1).

Step 6: Find the nearest square root and add three. This gives your reading level.

Additional Guidelines
e Hyphenated words are considered one word

e Numbers in figures should be pronounced to determine if they
are polysyllabic (e.g. 337 has 8 syllables)

¢ Include repetitions of a word, no matter how often it is used
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Appendix 3 - Translation Guidelines

The following guidelines are used by professional translators and may also be adopted by City
staff working with their own volunteer translators.

1.

10.

Check through the entire document before starting the translation. Look for any mention of
other documents which may have been translated previously. (This might help with
terminology.) Look for inconsistencies or phrases which do not make sense. Ask the person
who commissioned the translation about these as soon as possible.

Check layout instructions.

Translators are not authorized to edit text. If the source language is not clear, ask the person
who commissioned the translation from you to respond to your concerns.

Make sure you know who the audience is. If the words and style used in the source text do
not seem appropriate for the readership, ask the person who commissioned the translation.

As you work, make a record of specialized words and phrases and transliterated names or
titles to ensure consistency within the translated document. (This will help for future
translations with the same client).

Leave the translation of headings or subheadings until the main text has been translated. It
may be easier to find an appropriate translation afterwards.

Personal names and names of organizations, products or places should not be translated. If
possible, transliterate the name and follow this with the name in the source language in
brackets. If transliteration is not possible, simply write the name in the source language. If in
doubt, check this with the person who commissioned the translation.

Some words or phrases do not have easily understood equivalent meanings in the target
language. These may be new terms or terms with a specialised use. It may be best to
transliterate and then give an explanation in brackets. If it is not possible to transliterate,
simply write the word in the source language and translate an explanation in brackets.
Ensure the person who commissioned the translation is agreeable.

Do not transliterate or translate addresses. Check carefully that words which are left in the
source language are spelled correctly. Use standard western numbers for dates and telephone
numbers.

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APPENDIX 6: Terms of Reference

Terms of Reference - Expression of Interest for Non-Profit Societies to Develop
Affordable Housing on City-owned Property Located at 8111 Granville Avenue and 8080
Anderson Road, Richmond, BC

The purpose of this document is to provide an outline of the City’s terms and priorities to
be included in the joint call for Expressions of Interest with BC Housing to develop 8111
Granville Avenue and 8080 Anderson Road.

Introduction

The City of Richmond and BC Housing have issued a joint Request for Expressions of
Interest (EOI) for the provision and operation of an affordable/subsidized housing
Development at 8111 Granville Avenue and 8080 Anderson Road.

Registered non-profit Societies who are eligible to participate under the terms of this
Request for Expressions of Interest are invited to submit Expressions of Interest which
should include ideas, concepts and specific proposals to create affordable housing.

Overview

The City of Richmond Affordable Housing Strategy recognizes the importance of ensuring
that Richmond’s residents have access to suitable and appropriate housing with necessary
community supports to meet the needs of a diverse population.

Of the 61,435 households in Richmond, there is an estimated 46,885 homeowners and
14,545 renters.

Core housing need identifies individuals and families that do not have adequate income to
access housing that is suitable in size, in good repair, and affordable (i.e. households will
not have to spend 30 per cent or more of their gross household income on housing costs).

Based on 2006 Census data, 4,070 Richmond renter households living in core housing need
and 1,675 households spent at least half of their income on housing. These households
face extreme affordability challenges and risk of homelessness.

Objectives and Priorities

The City of Richmond is seeking collaboration at the local level to respond to existing and
emerging housing needs, including seeking active involvement by non-profit societies in
identifying opportunities to respond to the gaps in the housing continuum. Some of the

development goals for the City-owned site located at 8111 Granville Avenue and 8080
Anderson Road are:

1. To utilize City-owned land for the development of affordable housing;
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2. To increase the supply of secure, affordable housing in the City of Richmond;

3. To create cost-effective, supportive housing, including a mixed use of housing
for affordable and low of end market units without an ongoing operating
subsidy, and

4. To include space for complementary community/commercial spaces within the
Development which would benefit both the Tenants and surrounding
community.

The primary focus for the Development is to provide Affordable Rent Housing and
Subsidized Housing with supports.

Subject to negotiation, it is recognized that in order to ensure the project is socially and
economically viable, the development may include:

1. Low End Market Rental Housing, and
2. Complementary community/commercial spaces within the Development which
would benefit both the Tenants and surrounding community.
The objective of this Request for Expressions of Interest is to identify a Society that can:

1. Assemble a Development team, which will spearhead the Development design
proposal plan and schedule and

2. Coordinate the project management and construction of the Development and
operate the Development to provide affordable housing for qualified individuals
and families that meet pre-defined income and eligibility requirements within
the appropriate financing framework and without an ongoing operating subsidy.

Identified Tenant Group(s)

A focus should be given to providing housing for individuals and families living in core
housing need.

Eligible Organizations for Submission of Expression of Interest

Non-profit societies registered under the Societies Act of BC and in good standing in
accordance with the terms and conditions of this RFEOI.

Program Information

BC Housing assistance will be in the form of a financing package that includes: construction
financing and a long-term mortgage registered against the property. The Selected Society
that requests this financing will be required to accept the terms of the operating
agreement as set forth by BC Housing and the City of Richmond. The housing created must
remain affordable for 60 years.

The City of Richmond is offering the lease of City-owned land for a nominal fee, reduced
parking requirements, a fast tracked application process, and potential density bonusing.
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Preferences

Submissions should support the goals and policies of the City’s Official Community Plan and
City-Centre Area Plan goals.

While the City would allow the affordable rental housing to bill separately for utilities,
preference will be given for rental housing which is made more affordable by including
some or all utilities in the monthly rent.

In addition to the affordable housing, the Development may also include complimentary
community amenities and/or commercial spaces for rent and/or lease. The terms of the
lease will be subject to City requirements.

Consideration will be given to concepts and development plans that are innovative in
design and function by incorporating: creative alternatives to provide affordable housing
and/or mixed market development, energy efficiency measures, sustainability components
and accessibility features for persons with disabilities.

The City of Richmond is also interested in some of the units being created as supportive
housing. The commitment for support services must be obtained separately from this
Expression of Interest. Organizations interested in offering support services for the
proposed development may contact the City’s Community Services Department for more
information.

While all EOI’s will be considered, the City of Richmond is most interested in submissions
which:

Secure affordability of residential units for the term of the lease of the Site;
Offers some supportive housing;

Include accessibility features for persons with disabilities;

Can move ahead to the building stage quickly, and

Feature energy efficiency measures or sustainability components.

Who will be Housed?

Priority one of the Richmond Affordable Housing Strategy is to provide subsidized housing
for people who are homeless or at risk of homelessness, people with addictions, the
mentally challenged, single parents with limited income, seniors on fixed pensions, persons
with disabilities, and families requiring subsidies for specific purposes.

Priority will be given to EOI’s that include units to accommodate the homeless and those at
risk of homelessness. Tenants will have to meet all income and affordable rent criteria.
In order of priority, proposals should focus on providing housing, for:

1. Households with an annual income of $20,000 or less requiring deep subsidies or
significant assistance.
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Although, subsidized housing is a priority for the development. The City recognizes
that in order to achieve a socially and economically viable project, the Development
may include housing for:

2. Low to Moderate Income households that meet the income and rent
requirements set forth by City of Richmond and BC Housing.

Low End Market Rental units may be appropriate for young adults, people who have
recently retired and facing housing affordability challenges, lower income families,
students, and individuals without equity.

For EOI’s that include low end of market rent units, the maximum monthly rent and
income limits should be no greater than the Low to Moderate Income threshold as defined
in the definitions section of this document. For EOI’s that include Affordable Rent units,
the maximum monthly rent and income limits should be no greater than the following
amounts:

Type of Unit Monthly Rent Household Income
Bachelor RGI (30% of inc.) $31,500.00
1 Bedroom RGI $35,000.00
2 Bedroom RGI $42,500.00
3 Bedroom RGI $51,000.00

Other Potential Assistance

The Selected Society is expected to cover the costs of all municipal fees and development
charges. Also, the City is currently reviewing options to assist with development cost
charges and other fees for subsidized housing development (i.e. Priority 1 in the Affordable
Housing Strategy), which may be applicable to the subject development opportunity. The
City will take requests for assistance into consideration, however, if deemed necessary for
the project to achieve financial viability.

Process

Please refer to Section Six (6) of this RFEOI.

Evaluation

Each Submission will be assessed on its ability to deliver a sound and financially viable plan
to meet the Development’s affordable housing requirements, community needs and the
City’s Sustainability and Official Community Plan priorities, according to the evaluation
criteria listed in Appendix One.

Time Schedule

The time frame for the EOI process will be determined by the City, in collaboration with
BC Housing.

This section includes the classifications of the Site and is to be read in conjunction with section

Official Community Plan (Schedule 1) Designation

“High-Density Mixed Use”, which means “an area of higher density development which
provides for residential, commercial, business and industry, and public and private
institutions in a downtown setting.”

City Centre Area Plan (Schedule 2.10) Designation

“Urban Core T6 (45 m)”, which means “an area that provides for high-density, high-rise (47
m maximum) residential, commercial, institutional, industrial, community and related uses”
and “discourages automobile-oriented uses, including the outdoor sales, maintenance and
storage of motor vehicles and drive-in restaurants and banks, especially where such uses
could be visible from a public street or open space”; and, provides for the following:

ix. Studio (Studio spaces that provide for a high degree of transparency and public
access along fronting streets and open spaces shall be considered to satisfy
requirements for retail continuity in Pedestrian-Oriented Retail Precincts)
X. Community Use
xi. Accessory Uses

b. Net Density:

i. 3 floor area ratio (FAR).

ii. “Village Centre Bonus”, which means an area that provides for additional (net)
1.0 floor area ratio (FAR) for non-residential uses over and above that permitted
by “Urban Core T6 (45m)”, provided that the minimum net development site size
is 8,000 m2 (NOTE: This density bonus is not applicable, as the subject site is
smaller than this required minimum size; however, this designation could be
applicable if the subject site was consolidated with neighboring properties.); and,
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it is demonstrated to the satisfaction of the City that the additional density
results in:
e Superior building and landscape design;
e A mix of transit-oriented uses;
e Avibrant, pedestrian-friendly public realm; and
e The provision of child care or other community benefit (e.g., artist studio,
heritage initiatives, etc.).
3. Zoning

“Downtown Commercial (CDT1)”, which means a high-density zone intended to provide for
a broad range of commercial, service, business, entertainment and residential needs typical

of a City Centre, and permits:
Maximum (net) density: 3.0 floor area ratio (FAR), plus additional density provided that it is
used exclusively for 0.1 FAR for amenity space and 0.2 FAR for community amenity space;

and maximum building height: 45 m.
