Cell Phones Targeted by Thieves….

is the latest crime trend.  Thieves may resort to physical violence to steal them.  Since January 2011 there have been many reports of cell phones or personal electronic devices being stolen.

Suspects simply grab the phone or distract the victim by asking for the time.  When the victim pulls out their cell phone, the suspect grabs it and runs.

To avoid being a victim:

· Be aware of your surroundings.  

· Don’t be preoccupied by your cell phone.

· “Location Tracking Software” is now available if your cell phone is stolen.

· If you are confronted by someone, don’t resist.  Hand over your belongings and disengage from the confrontation.  

Report all criminal activity to the Police.  If a suspect is present, call 9-1-1.  If no suspect is present,  call the Police non-emergency number at 604-278-1212.
