Since that time, the Society 
has been actively involved in 
Park development and 
maintenance, program and 
exhibit development, 
environmental research 
throughout Richmond, and Park 
promotion. In particular, the 
Society fundraises to provide 
resources for the Nature 
Park’s school programs, and 
provides program and 
educational venues for all ages.
