The City of Richmond (the “City”) proposes to engage the services of a qualified
Contractor to successfully complete the following:

a) supply and install a shelter for the storage of the City’s Vactor Trucks at
the City Operations Yard.

The objective of this Request for Proposal is to provide the City with qualified

“Equipment” means all major components, ancillary components tools and
materials required to complete the installation and commissioning of the
proposed SCBA Fill Station;

“F.O.B.” means all costs of freight, insurance, brokerage, customs duties
and all other costs of delivery to the site named as F.O.B. will be borne by
the Contractor and that ownership and title to all goods, materials, and
equipment are transferred to the City when same are delivered by the
Contractor to the City and the risk of loss or damage to the goods,
materials and equipment transfers to the City only at such time as same are
received and accepted by the City at the site named as “F.O.B.”;

“HST” means the harmonized sales tax administered under the Excise Tax
Act (Canada) and any successor tax or levy therefor in force from time-to-
time;

“Lead Proponent” is the Proponent whose Proposal, as determined
through the evaluation criteria described in this RFP, provides the best
overall value in meeting the requirements of the RFP, and with whom a
Contract will be considered,;

“OHS Requlation” means the Workers Compensation Act (British
Columbia), including without limitation, the Occupational Health &
Safety Regulation (BC Regulation 296/97, as amended by BC Regulation
185/99) enacted pursuant to such Act, all as such Act or Regulations are
amended or re-enacted from time to time.

“Proponent” means an individual or a company that submits, or intends to
submit, a Proposal in response to this Request for Proposal;

“Proposal” means a proposal submitted by a Proponent in response to this
Request For Proposal;

“Requirements” means all of the Specifications, requirements and services
set out in this RFP that describes the general requirements that the goods,

The
Successful Bidder will design, supply, deliver and install the Shelter and fixtures
at the Site.

8. Site Overview
8.1  The City Operations Yard is located at 5599 Lynas Lane in Richmond B.C.

8.2  Two possible locations for the Shelter are identified in the above map. The City
will make a final determination on the site location prior to award of contract.

9. Pre-Bid Meeting

9.1  Note: There will be a pre-bid meeting conducted on Monday, October 31%,
2011 at 11:00 am, with sign-in attendance forms. Potential Bidders are asked to
meet at City Operations Yard, located at 5599 Lynas Lane in Richmond B.C. The
City strongly encourages all potential Bidders to attend this session. No other
sessions will be organised or arranged prior to the bid closing date/time for this
project.

10. Design Requirements

10.1 The Shelter should be fully enclosed and be equipped with lighting, heating and
ventilation equipment to allow operators to conduct pre-trip and post-trip
inspections and maintain trucks at temperature 10 degree Celsius minimum and in
a ready state for deployment during winter conditions.

The Shelter must provide a clear working area of 58 feet wide, 48 feet deep, and
16 feet high to accommodate three (3) vactor trucks and provide some storage
room for tools. The Shelter must provide adequate vehicle entrance and egress.
The size of each vactor truck is 11 feet wide, 42 feet deep and 13 feet high.

The Shelter must be heat-insulated. Due to site limitation, only electric heaters or
propane gas heaters are considered. The available power is 600 Volts, 3 phases.

The preferred shelter door is made of 3-sliding doors and a man door. However,
other different types of doors to accommodate the City need will be considered.

The Shelter construction must not require any sub-surface soil preparation or
ground improvement. A geotechnical engineering report prepared by Levelton
Engineering Solutions for a snow shed project completed in 2010 is included with
this RFP as Attachment One, for Proponent’s reference.

The Shelter structures must comply with BC Building Code 2006.

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commissioned within ten (10) weeks of award of the contract. A construction
schedule to outline the milestones to complete this project on time is required.

16. Conflict of Interest

1.0 INTRODUCTION & PROJECT DESCRIPTION

This letter, with the attached location plan and test hole logs, is our report on
subsurface conditions and presents geotechnical recommendations for the
above project.

We understand that the proposed shed will have plan dimensions of
approximately 40 ft. by 136 ft., and will be located near the southwest corner
of the Works Yard as shown on the attached Site Map. It is Levelton’s
understanding that the shed will house salt trucks and associated equipment
and that the existing asphalt pavement is to remain as the floor for the shed.
According to Omega & Associates Engineering Ltd. (Project Structural
Consultant), the shed will consist of a clear-span steel-frame structure with a
fabric cover. The perimeter columns will be spaced 10 ft. on centre, each of
which will be supporting a maximum Service Load of 17 kips.

2.0 SUBSURFACE CONDITIONS

The geotechnical field investigation involved two hand-augered test holes
completed at the north and south ends of the proposed shed footprint (see
attached marked-up Site Map). The test holes encountered 3.5 in. to 4.5 in.
of asphalt underlain by a fill layer consisting of 8.5 in. to 11 in. of sand and
gravel over approximately 2 ft. of compact sand. The underlying native soils
consist of about 6 ft. of soft clayey silt, underlain by sandy silt. Based on
records of deep drill holes completed at nearby properties, the sandy silt is
expected to be interbedded with silty sand, and would extend down to a
depth of approximately 25 ft., underlain by medium dense sand.
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
