On January 20 Lulu Island Energy Company began providing energy services to the Keltic Paramount
development (6340 No. 3 Rd), the first site in the City Centre district energy utility service area.Utilizing low carbon
technology, the onsite plant is designed to provide space heating, cooling and hot water heating services while
reducing greenhouse gas emissions by over 70% compared to a conventional energy plant.
