You need to
write down the information as soon as
you see 1t Do not rely on vour memory,
as vou may forget one important detail
that could lead to an arrest.

Look for unusual or specific descriptions
of suspects and/or vehicles. Your one bit
of detailed information may be the key
the police need to proceed with their in-
vestigation Take into account that the
suspect you see today may change his/
her appearance if they are amrested and
have to appear in court Look for some-
thing that they cannot change casily.

Often police conduct their investigation
only to find that several people are offer-
ing totally different descriptions of the
same suspect or vehicle. Pay close atten-
tion and write down information as
quickly as possible. Don't record infor-
mation unless yvou know it to he accu-
rate

Keep this “Incident Checklist”™ not only
in vour home but keep one in your car
too, with a pencil/pen. This 15 where
your Block Waich “Amtude”™ comes to
play You may be in somcone else’s
neighbourhood, but vou may sec some-
thing suspicious. Take the time to write
down what you saw, no matter where
you are.

Make note keeping a habit!
Share the information with your
Captain and other neighbours.
Teach older children how to use it too.
Leave outside lights on every night!
The “Incident Checklist™ is an excellent
crime prevention tool. If police can use
the information you have collected and
arrest a suspect. then further crimes will
most likely be prevented because of your
